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Texas Bar Foundation Awards Grant

Immigration Services Program 

Catholic Charities of Southeast Texas recently received a grant of $7,405 from the Texas Bar Foundation to assist its Immigration Services program in providing outreach information sessions and legal case management for immigrants victimized by certain types of crime, including domestic violence.

During 2012, Catholic Charities will schedule a series of informational outreach sessions throughout the Southeast Texas region with a component of each session devoted to explaining the legal remedies available to immigrant crime victims who may qualify for special legal procedures due to their victimization.

Services are available to low-to-moderate income immigrants, according to a sliding fee scale.
Catholic Charities’ Immigration Services program is the only non-profit legal advocacy program for immigrants in Southeast Texas recognized by the Board of Immigration Appeals and the United States Citizenship and Immigration Services. 

The program serves an average of approximately 800 immigrants annually who seek legal protections afforded them under the law.

Since its inception in 1965, the Texas Bar Foundation has awarded more than $13 million in grants to law-related programs.
